Introduction

The finite verb (533T985), forms the back bone of the language.
The verbal root (91q) is conjugated in six tenses and four moods.
In each tense and mocd there are three peréons and three
numbers. The three numbers are: singular (Tshe=HH), dual

(Ter==9) and plural (Sga==m).
= In Samskrtam, any word has two elements:
a. Il?ffﬁ - known as the verbal root (47q) is the original form of
the finite verb.
b. W&F - is the termination which is added to the verbal root (#TT).
WFT + T = UgH (word)
In order to combine with the terminations, certain changes in the
verbal root (Y1) takes piace, forming a verbal base (3T) |

These changes take place due to the strengthening process of the
vowels of the verbal root (41) - known as 7T change and i change.

b. The twofold strengthening of the root vowel is done:
- the first level of strengthening is called ToT|
- the second level of strengthening is called 3f& |
