3. Degrees of comparison-Comparative & _Superlative -
Comparative degree: When cornparing two objects or perc:ons
to indicate the superiority of one over the other, @ and 3’4’11
affixes are used.

Superlative degree: To show fhe excellence of one object or
person over many objects or persons oH and 3¥ affixes are used.

Thus the substantive (TTAAERT) is obtained.
