I. The Locative case (WHHT fauf:)
« The Locative case is used:
a. to indicate the place where the action takes place. In English it
is rendered by the prepositions it,, ‘at’, ‘on’, 'upon’, ‘among’, etc.
e.g. 1.3RISIgal SIS | - | play in the playground.
2.9 Wfﬂ | — | hide among the trees.
b. to denote the time when an action takes place.
e.g. 1.7 F TE2AH | — In summer | go to city.
2. Wid: H1S BT T | - Early morning, he goes to
the temple.

c. governing verbs indicating movement such as 'to fall', 'to
throw', 'to send’, to enter’, etc. (see accusative case)
e.g. 1.921 g afd | - The pot falls in to the lake,
2. gaw 31 feawid 1 — 1 offer ghee in to the fire.
3. 91 T favia | — A boy enters the house.

d. to translate expressions like 'conceming' in the 'matter of, etc.
e.g. 1. Toma e wumiiaetd | _
In the matter of modesty Govinda stands first,

e. to indicate the object of emotions and feelings.
Note: a. Positive emotions like f&g (to feel affection) take

locative case.
e.g. I Tl He feels affection for Rama

b. Negative emotions like %Y (to be angry) take
dative case.
e.g. 2MEM: BEVE: FAI

The teacher is angry with the students.
